Todd Yelverton with the Nuclear power 
division of Georgia Power joined us this 
past week.  The Vogel plant near Augusta, 
GA is on schedule for completion in 2017. 
There are already two units in place and 2 
new units are being added.  Plant Vogel 
will continue to use the Savannah River for 
cooling.  The construction project has 1000 
workers on site and they have moved 8 
million cubic feet of earth to prepare the 
site for its two new power units.  They are 
working 24 hours a day at the plant using 
200 earthmovers.  The two new nuclear 
power plants are using a Westinghouse 
design.  The project will end up costing 
about 14 billion dollars which means 
Georgia Power will start seeing its profits 
approximately 20 years after its 
completion.  Georgia Power will be creating 
3500 construction jobs with this project
